My wife and I live here in Knoxville, in the Fountain City area. Our daughter and her 11-
month-old son, Lucas, live with us. We want Lucas to get some exposure to Spanish, but, 
unfortunately, we can't afford to hire a tutor. Instead, we would like to hire a babysitter to 
come to our house once a week for two-three hours to play with Lucas, speaking only 
Spanish for the time she or he is here. We'd like to find someone whose first language is 
Spanish. In this way, Lucas would be exposed to the language, would pick up some 
vocabulary, and, I believe, would find it easier to actually learn Spanish later on. 
 
I understand that a fairly standard rate for baby sitting is about $8/hour, so that's what I'm 
thinking to pay this person. A high school student who lives in North Knoxville or Fountain 
City might find this interesting. The person's age doesn't really matter though. I hope we 
could work out a mutually agreeable time for this to happen every week, perhaps 
Saturday morning, afternoon, or evening, or Sunday afternoon or evening. 
 
I'd consider myself very, very lucky if you happened to know of someone who might be 
interested in baby sitting Lucas in this way. But I'll be grateful even for any ideas on how I 
might go about finding such a person. I would, of course, want to talk with the person and 
would ask for some kind of references. Lucas is a delightful baby, so it would be quite an 
easy job to play with him for a couple of hours.
